Following changes in international rules on transport of dangerous goods and updated provisions on the EU internal market, the so-called New Legislative Framework, the existing Council Directive 1999/36/EC of 29 April 1999 on transportable pressure equipment needs to be revised. The proposed new Directive will have the same objective, scope and legal base as the existing Directive.  It should be noted that the technical provisions on design, construction and testing of the covered equipment are in the international agreements on the inland transport of dangerous goods, under the auspices of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (transport by road and inland waterways) and Intergovernmental Organisation for International Carriage by Rail (transport by rail).
